The LGB carries out its role by ensuring that the school works efficiently and effectively towards achieving the Trust vision. The governors do this by building up a thorough knowledge of the school and its community, by supporting and constructively challenging the school and by ensuring accountability and compliance. The North Star LGB is made up of parent governors, staff governors and co-opted governors.

We would also ask you to commit to some online training and to read some documents in preparation for the role.
